2. Then, write up your FUTURE resume with your post-high school experiences. Remember to tailor it to the job you are looking for

3. Write a COVER LETTER or LETTER OF INTEREST to a prospective employer

a. Who are you?

b. Why do you want this job?

c. What skills do you bring to the table?

i. What sets you apart from others who might be applying?

a. You will receive feedback and a person who will need to have a copy of your resume and cover letter
